It was with tremendous
sadness that we said good-bye
to our longtime employee
and friend Bob West. He was
called to his Heavenly home on Sunday, April 30,2017.

Bob was the soft-spoken gentleman who stood
quietly at nearly every graveside service at Fair View,
lending comfort to grieving families as they said

good-bye.

Bob served Fair View for more than 30 years, work-
ing his way up to the position of General Manager.
His responsibilities included meeting with families
at the time of death to help make final arrangements
and following up with the families’ well-being after
the services. An ordained minister, this personal
calling of counsel united in his helping to ease the
burden of the bereaved.
